91-92 pts – James Suckling 
May 27, 2021 – Polished and very well crafted with dark-berry, walnut and chocolate 
character.  Medium body.  Creamy finish. 

89-91 pts – Yohan Castaing  
May 10, 2021 – Beautiful nose with fresh fruits at the limit of reduction.  Juicy on the 
palate, fresh and greedy with beautiful tannins.  A delicious wine, ideal for sharing with 
friends. 

 

90 pts – Yves Beck 
May 27, 2021 – Good intensity on the nose, quite fresh with mint and raspberry notes followed by a hint 
of graphite.  Crumbly and juicy on the palate.  A taut, well-structured and balanced wine with fine-grained 
tannins.  Tasted on April 8 and May 27, 2021.  The wine has become more complex on the nose and hence 
on the palate. 2024-2034. 

89-91 pts – Jeb Dunnuck 
April 6, 2021 – Bright red and blue fruits, flowers, and violets define the bouquet of the 2020 Château 
Flaunys, a medium-bodied, pretty, elegant red with wonderful fruit and silky tannins. 

87-89 pts – Antonio Galloni  
May 2021 – The 2020 Flaunys is supple, fruity and very easy to like.  Ripe red berry fruit, spice, new leather, 
cedar, licorice and sweet oak give this racy Montagne Saint-Emilion tons of upfront appeal. 

89-91 pts – Lisa Perrotti    

30 juin 2021 – Deep purple-black colored, the 2020 Flaunys sashays out of the glass 
with alluring notions of Morello cherries, plum preserves and black raspberries, plus 
hints of red roses, dried Provence herbs and spice cake.  The medium to full-bodied 
palate has a great intensity of black and red berry layers, framed by grainy tannins and lovely freshness, 
delivering a perfumed finish. 

89-90 pts – Jonathan Choukroune Chicheportiche   
The nose is fruity and juicy with a beautiful pulpy fruit and a floral aspect.  Flavours of juicy/pulpy 
blackberry, strawberry and discreet bright currant with touches of lilac and fine hints of rose, vanilla, fresh 
hazelnut and a subdued hint of black tea.  The palate is fruity, generous yet subtle and gives freshness, 
minerality, good texture, juiciness and a delicate sense of tension.  In the mouth the wine reveals notes 
of pulpy/juicy blackberry, bright raspberry and subtle notes of fresh strawberry with touches of violets, 
lily and hints of Tonka beans, nutmeg, Saffron, delicate hints of lilac and liquorice.  Good length. 
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
